ñDo not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your minds, so that you 
may discern what is the will of Godðwhat is good and acceptable and perfect.ò  (Romans 12:2) 

As we continue our Lenten journey, our time of discernment and contemplation, our time of looking inward, this 
passage seems to fit right in.  In baptism, God claims us as his own; not just our head and our hearts, but the whole 
package; everything from head to toe, all of it.  The problem we seem to have with that though, is that we donôt live 
in church all the time where that would be easy; instead, we have to live in the real world where we are pulled in so 
many different directions at the same time.  At times like this it would be great if we could only divide ourselves up 
so we could give part of our lives to God without missing out on everything the world has to offer us. 

Way back in 1983, a great technology was introduced to frustrated television watchers who had to make some hard 
choicesðit was called picture-in-picture, and it allowed you to watch two shows at the same time!  Now while it 
sounds great, you have to realize that since the first show took up most of the screen, the second one had to fit in up 
in a corner of the screen; and just to keep things from getting too confusing, you only got sound on the main show.  
So how often do you think people missed something on that second show because they were concentrating on the 
main one or couldnôt hear when something happened on that second, smaller image?  

I was reading a brief story about Ivan the Great, who was the tsar of Russia during the Fifteenth Century. Through 
Ivanôs efforts he was able to unite Russia, but because he was consumed by his military campaigns, he had not taken 
time to marry and produce an heir to his throne.  His concerned advisers gained his permission to search for a suita-
ble wife, and after a careful search, it was agreed that Ivan would marry the daughter of the King of Greece. 

There was a condition however; Ivan must become a member of the Greek Orthodox Church.  So with Ivan willing 
to comply, a priest was sent to Moscow to instruct him in Orthodox doctrine. Once the instruction was completed 
Ivan, along with his palace guard of 500 of his most skilled soldiers, made his way to Athens. 

Upon arrival in Athens Ivan was to be baptized into the Orthodox Church. His soldiers, always loyal to their leader, 
asked if they could also be baptized. After a crash course in the Orthodox faith, they too were ready for baptism. 
Ivan and his guard would be baptized together in a mass baptism which would be attended by huge crowds from all 
over Greece. The custom in the Greek Orthodox Church was baptism by full immersion, so imagine that scene with 
500 soldiers in full battle gear and 500 priests in their black robes and hats wading into the Mediterranean for this 
baptism!  The story tells us that there was just one problemðthe Church did not allow professional soldiers to be 
members. So if they were to be baptized into the church they would need to give up their occupation. This was unac-
ceptable to Ivan and his soldiers, so a compromise was reached. As the priests baptized each soldier, he would reach 
for his sword and lift it high above his head. Then he would be baptizedïall of him, except for his fighting arm and 
sword. 

Now that may have been a good compromise at the time, but can you imagine how worldly ñlogicò can take ad-
vantage of something like this?  Since my arm still belongs to this world, whatever it happens to do shouldnôt be of 
consequence to the rest of me which belongs to God.  How long do you think it would be until the worldly part gets 
bigger and takes up more of the body until the part that is dedicated to God get ignored? 

The same thing happens to all of us as we make small little compromises when it comes to our faith lifeðI donôt 
have time for church today, but I make sure I get there next week.  Sorry, no time to pray today, but Iôll say two 
prayers later to make up for it.  Sorry, I canôt give the church the full amount of what I promised, so Iôll just skip it 
this time and make it up later.  And the portion of our lives that we give to God continues to shrink until, like that 
second picture with no sound, we either forget about it or we just turn it off because itôs distracting us from the show 
weôre really interested in. 

What pulls you away from God and from the people we have been called to serve?  Itôs not something we like to talk 

about, but as we continue to journey toward the cross and the glory of Easter, it is a conversation worth having as we 

find ourselves transformed by the love of God and claimed as his beloved childrenðnot just the good parts, but all 

of us.
